SAFETYINSTRUCTIONS

Warning! When using electric tools, the following
basic safety precautions should always be takento
reducetherisk offire, electric shock and personal
injury.Read allthese instructions before attempting to
operatethis productand save these instructions.

Forsafe operation:

Werecommendthatyoutake appropriate measures
forthe protection of hearing if the sound pressure of
85dB (A)is exceeded.

Keep the work area clean. Cluttered areas and
benchesinviteinjuries.

Considerwork area environment. Do not expose
powertools or chargerstorain. Do notuse power
toolsindamporwetlocations. Keep work area well
lit. Do notuse powertoolsin the presence of
flammableliquids or gases.

Guard againstelectric shock. Avoid body contact
with earthed or grounded surfaces (e.qg. pipes,
radiators, ranges, refrigerators).

Keep children away. Do notletvisitorstouch the
tool or extension cord. All visitors should be kept
away fromwork area.

Store idle tools. When notin use, tools and batteries
should be stored inadry, high orlocked place, out
ofreach of children.

Do notforce the tool. It will do the job better and
more safely atthe rate forwhichitwasintended.
Use the righttool. Do not force small tools or
attachments to do the job of a heavy duty tool. Do
notusetools for purposes notintended;forexample,
donotuse acircularsawto cuttree limbs or logs!
Dress properly. Do notwear loose clothing or
jewellery asthey can be caughtin moving parts.
Rubber gloves and non-skid footwear are
recommended whenworking outdoors. Wear
protective hair coveringto containlong hair.

Use safety glasses. Use aface or dustmaskifthe
cutting operationis dusty orifusinginenclosed spaces.
Secure your work. Use clamps or avice to hold your
work. Itis saferthan using your hand and itfrees
both handsto operate the tool.
Donotoverreach.Keep properfooting and balance
atalltimes.

Maintaintools with care. Keep tools sharp and
cleanforbetterand safer performance. Follow
instructionsforlubricating and changing
accessories.Keephandlesdry, cleanandfreefrom
oilandgrease.

Remove adjusting keys and wrenches. Formthe habit
of checkingto see thatkeys and adjustingwrenches
areremoved fromtool before switchingiton.

Avoid unintentional starting. Do notcarrya

tool with a finger onthe switch.

Stay alert. Watchwhatyou are doing. Use common
sense. Do notoperate whenyou are tired.

Check damaged parts. Before further use of the tool,
aguard or other partthatis damaged should be
carefully checkedto determine thatitwill operate
properly and performitsintended function. Check
foralignmentof moving parts, binding of moving
parts, breakage of parts, mounting and any other
conditionsthatmay affectits operation. Aguard or
other partthatisdamaged should be properly
repairedorreplaced byanauthorised service
centre unless otherwise indicated inthisinstruction
manual. Have defective switchesreplaced by an
authorised service agent. Do notuse the tool if the
switch does notturniton and off.

Warning! The use ofany accessory orattachment,
otherthanrecommended inthisinstruction manual,
may presenta risk of personalinjury.

Have yourtool repaired by a qualified person.
Repairs should only be carried out by qualified
personsusing original spare parts, otherwise
considerable dangertothe usermayresult.
Thiselectrical applianceisinaccordance withthe
relevantstandards.

Charger plugand cable

Do nottug atthe cable to pull the plug fromthe socket.
Make sure the cable is located so thatit will notbe
stepped on, tripped over, or otherwise subjected to
damage orstress.

Keepthe cable awayfrom heat, oil, sharp edges
and rough surfaces and always ensureitisin

good condition.

ADDITIONAL SAW AND CHARGER SAFETY
INSTRUCTIONS

Danger! 240 volts are presentatthe charging
terminals. Donotprobe with conductive objects or
youwillriskan electric shock.

Danger! Ifthe energy pack caseis cracked or
damaged, do notinsertintothe charger oryou will
riskan electric shock.

The chargeris designedforindoor use only.

Do not operate the chargerifithasreceived a sharp
blow, beendropped, or otherwise damagedin any
way. TakeittoaBlack & Decker authorised repairer.



Neverattemptto connecttwo chargerstogether.
Always disconnectthe supply before making or
breaking connectionstothe battery.

Be aware thatthistool is alwaysin an operating

condition, because itdoes nothave to be plugged

intoanelectrical outlet. Keep the switch control
leverinthe “Off” position when the tool is notin use
orwhen changing accessories.

Whendrilling or driving screws into walls, floors

etc., checkwherever “live” electrical wires may be

encountered. Do nottouch any front metal parts of
the tool! Hold the tool only by the plastic housing.

Do notstore the toolin locations where the

temperature mayreachorexceed50°C(120°F) (such

asoutside sheds or metal buildingsin summer).

Do notincinerate the saw evenifitis severely

damaged or completelyworn out. The battery pack

canexplodein afire.

Asmallleakage of liquid fromthe battery cells may

occurunderextreme usage, charging or

temperature conditions. Thisdoes notindicate a

failure. However, ifthe outer seal is broken and this

leakage gets onyour skin:

e Wash quickly with soap and water.

e Neutralise withamildacid suchaslemonjuice
orvinegar.

e Ifbatteryliquid getsintoyoureyes, flush them
with clean water for a minimum of 10 minutes and
seekimmediate medical attention.

(Medical note: The liquid is a 25-35% solution of
potassium hydroxide.)

Do not attemptto open the housing of your drill or

charger.

The supply cord of the charger should notbe

replaced by the customer;ifthe cordis damaged it

should bereplaced atan authorised Black & Decker
servicerepairagent.

Ensure thatthe battery packis correctforthe tool.

Ensurethatthe outside surface of the battery pack

ortoolis cleanand dry before plugging into the

charger.

Ensure thatthe batteryis charged using the correct

charger provided with the tool or recommended by

the manufacturer. Incorrectuse may resultin a risk
of electric shock, overheating or leakage of
corrosive liquid fromthe battery.

Donotattempttorecharge non-rechargeable

batteries.

ADDITIONAL SAFETY RULES FOR CIRCULAR SAWS
When sawing

Remove all nails and metal objects from the
workpiece before starting work.

Donotattemptto saw extremely smallworkpieces.
After switching OFF, never attemptto stop the saw
blade by pressing againstthe side of the blade.
Never putthe saw down on a table or work bench
unless switched OFF.

Operational protection devices

The circular saw must only be used for cutting wood
orplastic.

Ensurethatalldevices screeningthe sawblade are
inperfectworking order.

Neverjamthe saw blade guards.

Free ajammed saw blade guardimmediately and do
notuse the saw ifthe guard is jammed.
Donotremove the riving knife.

Theriving knife should be correctly set; the distance
betweenthe toothed rim and the riving knife should
be max.5mm and the height difference between the
riving knife and the toothed rim should be max.

5mm (fig. E).

Checking and changing the saw blade

Only saw blades conformingtothe specifications
containedinthese operatinginstructions may be
used.

Saw blades made of high alloy, high speed steel
(HSS steel) should notbe used.

Onlysharp saw bladesin perfectworking condition
should be used; cracked or bentsaw blades should
bediscarded andreplaced atonce.

Ensurethatthe saw blade is securely fixed and
rotatesinthe correctdirection.

Special applications

When cutting narrow workpieces (width lessthan
80 mm) longitudinally, use arip fence guide (rip
fence spare partnotincluded) alongthe longitudinal
edge.

When sawing with the workpiece clampedtight,
devicesshould be usedto preventthe workpiece
kicking back.

When sawing circular sections of wood use a
devicetohold the workpiece steady on both sides of
the saw blade to preventslipping.

Ensure that pieces of wood sawn off the workpiece
cannotbe caughtup by the teeth of the saw blade
andthrowninthe air.

* Kickbackoccurswhenthe saw beginsto stall
rapidlyandis driven backtowardsthe operator.
Release the switchimmediatelyifthe blade sticks or
the saw stalls.

* Keepthesawbladessharp.

e Supportslarge panelsnearthe cutting area.

* Useafenceorstraightedge guide whenripping; do
notforce thetool.

¢ Donotremove the saw fromthe work during a cut
while the saw blade is rotating.

Forreplacementordetachablefuse covers, contact

aBlack&Deckerauthorised repairagent.

FUSEREPLACEMENT ON 1 HOUR CHARGER (UK ONLY)

PREPARING YOUR CIRCULAR SAW

SETTING THEDEPTH OF CUT ADJUSTMENT

Proceed asfollows:

Loosenthe depth of cut adjustment(16) atthe bottom of
the scale.Move your circular saw up the scale until the
desired depth of cutisindicated onthe scale (18).
Tightenthe screw (16). The depth of cut should be 3mm
greaterthanthethickness ofthe workpiece.

SETTING THE SIGHT GUIDANCE SYSTEM
Thewindow and ‘sightguide’ are designedto enable
accurate cutting everytime the sawis used.

To prepare the guide system for firsttime use,
proceed asfollows:

Mark a straightline on
yourworkpieceto
representthe desired
path of the saw blade.

Whilstviewing through
the saw guard window
alignthe saw blade
teethwiththeintended
line of cutdrawn onthe
workpiece.

Whilstkeeping the saw
inthis position, place the
orange ‘sightguide’(13)
onto the shoe of your
circularsaw. Alignthe
‘sight guide’ withtheline
drawnonthe workpiece

and securein place with the screw provided.

o Atthe startof every cutalignthe blade as described
and whilst cutting keep the ‘sight guide’in line with
theintended line of cutdrawn onthe workpiece.

e When attempting mitre cuts, followthe same
procedure detailed above, however, usethe area
marked 45° onthe ‘sight guide’.

SETTING THEMITRING ADJUSTMENT
Your circular saw can cut atangles up to 45°. To adjust
the angle of your circular saw, proceed as follows:

CHANGING THEBLADE
Proceed asfollows:

Loosenthelocking
screw (12). Move your
circularsawaroundthe
mitre scale (11) until the
desiredangleis
indicated. Tightenthe
locking screw(12).

Disconnectthe Battery packand Retractthe blade

guard (6). Inserta
screwdriverthroughthe
holeinthe

blade to preventrotation
ofthe blade.



Unlockandremove
screw(19).Loosen
anticlockwise usingthe
allenkey(22), remove
the outerwasher (20)
andremovethe blade.
Insertthe newblade,
ensuringthatthe arrow
onthe blade pointsinthe same direction as the arrow
onthe body of your circular saw. Fitthe outer washer
(20). Ensurethatthiswasheris correctlylocated onthe
flats of the spindle. Fitthe saw blade locking screw
(19). Inserta screwdriverthroughthe hole inthe blade
to preventrotation ofthe blade. Tightenthe sawblade
locking screw clockwise using the allen key (22).

ADJUSTING THERIVING KNIFE

The riving knife (4) prevents the saw blade from
jamming during rip sawing operations. You must check
the position of the riving knife whenever the saw blade
isreplaced,orwheneverthe clearanceis affected.
Proceed asfollows:

Disconnectthe battery atthe rear of the unit.
Throughthe openingin
the upperblade guard,
locate the riving knife
screw. Use allenkey (22)
toloosenthe riving knife
screw. Adjusttheriving
knife to give a radial
clearance of2-3mmand
atoothpeakclearance
of2-3mm. Tightenthe
riving knife screw.

HOLDING YOUR CIRCULAR SAW

The fronthandle (8)
makesiteasierto guide
the saw properly. Switch
the machine on before
you startsawing the
workpiece. Guide the
saw without pushingit
and give the blade time to pursue its path. Use the
mark (14) for straight cuts or the mark (15) for mitring
cuts, to keep tothe line you have drawn.

MAINTENANCE OF THEWINDOW

Fromtime totime, itmay become necessarytoremove
cutting debris/dustfromthe inside of your circular saw
window.

Todothis, proceed asfollows:

Disconnectthe battery
pack (1) fromthe Saw.
Remove the allenkey
(22) fromthe ‘sight
guide’(13),andinsert
into the left of (9).
Pushthe springtothe
right, and liftthe window
up untilitwill not go any further, do notforce itopen. It
cannow be cleaned with alintfree cloth. Let the
window close and replace the allen key (22) to sight
guide (13).

Note: If necessary, use only mild soap to clean your saw
asmanyhousehold cleaners contain chemicals which
could seriously damage the plastic. Also, do notuse
petrol, turpentine, laquer or paintthinners or simular
products. Neverletanyliquid getinside your circular
saw and neverimmerse any partofitinto liquid.
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FASTCHARGER AND DETACHABLE BATTERY PACK
Yourdrillhas afastchargerand detachable battery
pack.Toincrease the availability of your drillyou can
purchase anadditional batterypackasanaccessory
orspare part.

CHARGING YOUR CIRCULAR SAW

Important! The battery packinyour circular sawis not
charged when supplied as new. A new battery, or one
which hasnotbeen usedforan extended period,
achievesfull performance only after approximately 5
charging and discharging cycles.

Before attemptingto charge your circular saw, read all
the safetyinstructions.

Tochargeyourcircularsaw, proceed as follows:
Toremove the battery
pack,depressthe two
release buttons and
withdrawthe battery
pack.

Plugthe chargerintoa
standard 220/240V
socket.

Place the battery packin
the charger. While
charging, your battery
packmayhum and
become warmtothe
touch;thisisnormal.
Afternormal usage your
power pack should be
fully chargedin3hours
orless. Ifyour power
packisrundown
completelyitmaytake
up to8hourstobecome
fully charged. Your power pack was sentfromthe
factoryinanuncharged condition; before attempting to
useit, itmust be charged for atleast6 hours.

To prolong your power packs life, avoid leavingiton
charge formorethan8hours. Although overchargingis
nota safety concern,itcanreduce the overall life of
your power pack.

Disconnectthe plugfromthe electricity supply before
making or breaking connectionsto the battery pack.
Forthe longestbattery life, charge the battery packin
anairtemperature of approximately 24°C/75°F. Do not
chargethe battery packifthe airtemperature is below
5°C/41°F or above 35°C/95°F.

Ifthe electricity supplyis satisfactory and your
saw is still not charging, take or send your saw
and chargertoyourlocal Black & Decker
authorised repairagent.

RECHARGEABLE BATTERIES AND THEENVIRONMENT
Black & Decker cordlesstools use nickel
cadmium (NiCad) batteries or battery packs
which canbe charged manytimesto give long
life and repeatedlyfull power.

i This symbolindicates the NiCad batteries

HANDY HINTS

Some splinteringisinevitable onthe topside line of cut.
Itistherefore desirable to cut onthe side of the
workpiece where splinteringis acceptable. Thisis
especiallyimportantwhen cutting laminates.

TOOLCARE

e Guideyourcircularsaw butdo notforceitthrough
thework. Applying excessive pressure can cause
your circular sawto overheat. If your circular saw
becomestoo hot, operate it off-load for 2minutes.

¢ Always keepthe air cooling vents on the motor
housingclear.
