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Intended use

Your Black & Decker multi-purpose tool has been designed for
a wide range of DIY applications.

Using the drill/screwdriver head, this tool is intended for
screwdriving applications and for drilling in wood, metal,
plastics and soft masonry.

Using the saw head, this tool is intended for sawing wood,
metal and plastics.

Using the sander head, this tool is intended for sanding wood,
metal, plastics and painted surfaces.

This tool is intended for consumer use only. Your Black &
Decker charger has been designed for charging Black &
Decker batteries of the type supplied with this tool.

Safety instructions

General power tool safety warnings

instructions. Failure to follow the warnings and
instructions listed below may result in electric
shock, fire and/or serious injury.

2 Warning! Read all safety warnings and all

Save all warnings and instructions for future reference.
The term "power tool" in the warnings refers to your mains
operated (corded) power tool or battery operated (cordless)
power tool.

1. Work area safety

Cutting accessory contacting
a "live" wire may make exposed metal parts of the power
tool "live" and could give the operator an electric shock
Use clamps or another practical way to secure and
support the workpiece to a stable platform. Holding the
work by hand or against your body leaves it unstable and
may lead to loss of control.

Keep hands away from cutting area. Never reach
underneath the work piece for any reason. Do not insert
fingers or thumb into the vicinity of the reciprocating blade
and blade clamp. Do not stabilize the saw by gripping the
shoe.

Assembly

Warning! Before assembly, remove the battery from the tool.

Fitting and removing the battery (fig. B)

« To fit the battery (5), line it up with the receptacle on the
tool. Slide the battery into the receptacle and push until
the battery snaps into place.

« To remove the battery, push the release button (6) while at
the same time pulling the battery out of the receptacle.

Fitting and removing tool heads (fig. C)
« Lock the tool by setting the forward/reverse slider (2) to
the centre position.
« Toremove a tool head, depress the head release button
(3) and take the head off the tool.
« Tofit a tool head, line it up with the tool as shown and
push it onto the tool until it snaps into place.
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Fitting and removing a drill bit or screwdriver bit
The drill/screwdriver head is fitted with a keyless chuck to
allow for an easy exchange of bits.

« Lock the tool by setting the forward/reverse slider (2) to
the centre position.

+ Open the chuck (9) by turning the front part clockwise with
one hand while holding the rear part with the other.

« Insert the bit shaft into the chuck (9).

« Firmly tighten the chuck (9) by turning the front part anti-
clockwise with one hand while holding the rear part with
the other.

« To remove the screwdriver bit from the bit holder, lift the bit
from the recess.

« To store the screwdriver bit, firmly push it into the holder.

Fitting and removing a saw blade (fig. D)
« Lock the tool by setting the forward/reverse slider (2) to
the centre position.
« To fit a saw blade, press the lever (15) down and hold it in
this position.
« Insert the saw blade into the blade clamp (11) as shown.
Make sure that the teeth are pointing to the front.
+ Release the lever.
« To remove the saw blade, press the lever (15) down and
pull the saw blade from the holder.

Fitting and removing sanding sheets (fig. E)
The sanding head uses pre-cut sanding sheets.

« Lock the tool by setting the forward/reverse slider (2) to
the centre position.

« Before fitting a new sheet, remove the two additional
diamond tips (16).

« To fit a sanding sheet, line it up with the sanding base (14)
as shown.

« Press the sheet firmly and evenly onto the sanding base,
making sure that the holes in the sheet coincide with the
holes in the base.

« To remove the sheet, pull it off the sanding pad.

Warning! Never use the sanding head without a sanding
sheet or accessory in place.

Replacing the diamond sanding tip (fig. F)
Sanding sheets are supplied with two replacement diamond
tips. The diamond tip can be reversed when worn. When both
sides are worn, replace the diamond tip.
« Lock the tool by setting the forward/reverse slider (2) to
the centre position.
« Toreverse the tip, remove it, turn it 180° and press it back
onto the base.
« To replace the tip, pull the old tip off the base and press a
new one onto the base.
Warning! When removing the tip from the pad, be careful not
to pull the pad off the sanding base.

Fitting and removing the dust extraction adaptor
(fig. G)
« Line up the dust extraction adaptor (17) with the sanding
head (13) as shown.
« Press the adaptor firmly and evenly in to the sanding
base.
+ Connect a vacuum cleaner to the dust extraction adaptor.
« Toremove, pull the dust extraction adaptor (17) out of the
sanding head (13).

Use
Warning! Let the tool work at its own pace. Do not overload.

Warning! Before drilling into walls, floors or ceilings, check for
the location of wiring and pipes.

Charging the battery (fig. H)

The battery needs to be charged before first use and whenev-
er it fails to produce sufficient power on jobs that were easily
done before. The battery may become warm while charging;
this is normal and does not indicate a problem.

Warning! Do not charge the battery at ambient temperatures
below 10 °C or above 40 °C. Recommended charging tem-
perature: approx. 24 °C.

Note: The charger will not charge a battery if the cell
temperature is below approximately 0 °C or above 40 °C.
The battery should be left in the charger and the charger
will begin to charge automatically when the cell tempera-
ture warms up or cools down.

« To charge the battery (5), insert it into the charger (18).
The battery will only fit into the charger in one way. Do
not force. Be sure that the battery is fully seated in the
charger.

« Plug in the charger and switch on at the mains.

The charging indicator (19) will flash green continuously
(slowly).

The charge is complete when the charging indicator (19)
lights green continuously. The charger and the battery can be
left connected indefinitely with the LED illuminated. The LED
will change to flashing green (charging) state as the charger
occasionally tops off the battery charge. The charging indica-
tor (19) will be lit as long as the battery is connected to the
plugged-in charger.

+ Charge discharged batteries within 1 week. Battery life will
be greatly diminished if stored in a discharged state.

Leaving the battery in the charger

The charger and battery pack can be left connected with the
LED glowing indefinitely. The charger will keep the battery
pack fresh and fully charged.




Charger diagnostics

If the charger detects a weak or damaged battery, the charg-
ing indicator (19) will flash red at a fast rate. Proceed as
follows:

+ Re-insert the battery (5).

« [f the charging indicators continues flashing red at a fast
rate, use a different battery to determine if the charging
process works properly.

« Ifthe replaced battery charges correctly, the original
battery is defective and should be returned to a service
centre for recycling.

« Ifthe new battery gives the same indication as the original
battery, take the charger to be tested at an authorised
services centre.

Note: It may take as long as 60 minutes to determine that
the battery is defective. If the battery is too hot or too
cold, the LED will alternately blink red, fast and slow, one
flash at each speed and repeat.

Selecting the torque or drill position (fig. I)
This tool is fitted with a collar to set the torque for tightening
Screws.
« Fordrilling, set the collar (8) to the drilling position by
aligning the symbol with the marking (20).
« For screwdriving, set the collar to the desired setting.
« [f you do not yet know the appropriate setting, proceed as
follows:

+ Set the collar (8) to position 1.

+ Tighten the first screw.

+ If the clutch ratchets before the desired result is
achieved, increase the collar setting and continue
tightening the screw. Repeat until you reach the correct
setting. Use this setting for the remaining screws.

Selecting the direction of rotation (fig. J)
For drilling, sawing, sanding and tightening screws,
use forward (clockwise) rotation. For loosening screws or
removing a jammed drill bit, use reverse (counterclockwise)
rotation.
« To select forward rotation, push the forward/reverse slider
(2) to the left.
« To select reverse rotation, push the forward/reverse slider
to the right.
« To lock the tool, set the forward/reverse slider into the
centre position.

Drilling/screwdriving
« Select forward or reverse rotation using the forward/re-
verse slider (2).
« To switch the tool on, press the variable speed switch (1).
The tool speed depends on how far you press the switch.
« To switch the tool off, release the variable speed switch.
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Sawing

« To switch the tool on, press the variable speed switch (1).
The tool speed depends on how far you press the switch.
« To switch the tool off, release the variable speed switch.

Sanding
« To switch the tool on, press the variable speed switch (1).
The tool speed depends on how far you press the switch.
« To switch the tool off, release the variable speed switch.

Hints for optimum use

Drilling
« Always apply a light pressure in a straight line with the drill
bit.
« Just before the drill tip breaks through the other side of the
workpiece, decrease pressure on the tool.
+ Use a block of wood to back up workpieces that may
splinter.
Use spade bits when drilling large diameter holes in wood.
Use HSS drill bits when drilling in metal.
Use masonry bits when drilling in soft masonry.
Use a lubricant when drilling metals other than cast iron
and brass.
+ Make an indentation using a centre punch at the centre of
the hole to be drilled in order to improve accuracy.

Screwdriving
+ Always use the correct type and size of screwdriver bit.
« If screws are difficult to tighten, try applying a small
amount of washing liquid or soap as a lubricant.
« Always hold the tool and screwdriver bit in a straight line
with the screw.

Sawing
« Always use the appropriate type of saw blade for the
workpiece material and type of cut.
« If necessary, drill a hole near the starting point of the cut.

When sawing wooden workpieces, it is not necessary to
drill a pilot hole:
+ Mark the desired starting point.
« Tilt the tool forward and place the rounded front edge of
the saw shoe on the workpiece.
« Switch the tool on and slowly feed the saw blade into the
workpiece at the desired starting point.

When cutting sheet metal:
« Clamp a piece of plywood or soft wood to the back of the
workpiece and saw through the combination in order to
obtain a clear cut.
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+ Do not force the saw blade into the workpiece. Note that
cutting sheet metal will normally take more time than saw-
ing thicker wooden workpieces.

« Spread a thin film of oil along the cutting line before saw-
ing.

« To cut, switch the tool on and move it down until the saw
blade is exactly over the point of entry. Lower the rear of
the shoe towards the workpiece, maintaining a firm pivot-
ing pressure on the saw shoe. With the shoe flat on the
workpiece, feed the blade into the workpiece.

When cutting laminates:

« Cut thin laminates with the back surface facing up, as
splintering is most likely to occur on the side of the work-
piece facing the saw shoe.

« For clean cuts, clamp a piece of plywood or hardboard to
both sides of the laminate and cut through the resulting
sandwich.

Sanding

+ Do not exert too much pressure on the tool.

« Regularly check the condition of the sanding sheet.
Replace when necessary.

+ When sanding new layers of paint before applying another
layer, use extra fine grit.

« On very uneven surfaces, or when removing layers of
paint, start with a coarse grit. On other surfaces, start with
a medium grit. In both cases, gradually change to a fine
grit for a smooth finish.

« Consult your retailer for more information on available ac-
cessories for sanding, polishing, stripping and scrubbing.

Accessories

The performance of your tool depends on the accessory used.
Black & Decker and Piranha accessories are engineered to
high quality standards and designed to enhance the perform-
ance of your tool. By using these accessories you will get the
very best from your tool.

Maintenance

Your Black & Decker corded/cordless appliance/tool has been
designed to operate over a long period of time with @ minimum
of maintenance. Continuous satisfactory operation depends
upon proper tool care and regular cleaning.

Warning! Before performing any maintenance on corded/
cordless power tools:
+ Switch off and unplug the appliance/tool.
+ Or switch off and remove the battery from the appliance/
tool if the appliance/tool has a separate battery pack.
« Orrun the battery down completely if it is integral and then
switch off.

« Unplug the charger before cleaning it. Your charger does
not require any maintenance apart from regular cleaning.

+ Regularly clean the ventilation slots in your appliance/tool/
charger using a soft brush or dry cloth.

« Regularly clean the motor housing using a damp cloth. Do
not use any abrasive or solvent-based cleaner.

+ Regularly open the chuck and tap it to remove any dust
from the interior (when fitted).
